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Regulations for Granting Entry

Visas to the Republic of Iraq for the
2025-2026 Hunting Season



In view of the upcoming 2025 hunting season and the
interest expressed by many Arab and foreign hunting
enthusiasts to engage in hunting activities in Iraq, the
Ministry of Interior hereby announces the regulations
governing the issuance of special hunting entry visas
for the 2025-2026 season:

Issuance of multiple-entry visas to hunters,
Arab and foreign nationals, and their
companions, subject to the payment of the
prescribed legal fees.

Applications shall be submitted starting
from November 1, 2025 through the
electronic platform of the Directorate of
Residency Affairs via the following link:
(ESERVICE.EVISA.IQ).

The hunting season shall commence on
December 1, 2025 and conclude on
February 1, 2026. Entry of hunting groups
and their companions holding the
designated hunting visa is not permitted
prior to the aforementioned date.

Visa applications shall be submitted by an
attorney for grbups consisting of no less
than five (5) and no more than fifteen (15)
individuals, in accordance with the
following table specifying the number of
falcons permitted per group:
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Service fees shall be collected in US dollars or
the equivalent thereof in Iraqi dinars for each
hunting entry visa issued to a group, provided
that the group size is no less than five (5) and
not more than fifteen (15) individuals.

An additional amount of USD 25,000
(twenty-five thousand US dollars) or the
equivalent thereof in Iragi dinars shall be
charged as food and transportation service
fees for the security ~ detachments
accompanying the hunters, as follows:
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Applications for the issuance of hunting entry visas
shall be submitted exclusively through the Directorate
of Private Security Companies to the Directorate.of
Residency Affairs. Private security companies are
required to provide a Security Services Agreement
between the company and the incoming hunter, duly
certified by the aforementioned Directorate, which
must include an article to comply with the provisions
of Wildlife Protection Law No. 17 of 2010 and
Environmental Protection and Improvement Law No.
22 of 2009. The private security company shall assume
all  legal consequehces in the event that any
information contained in the original contract is
violated. Hunting activities must remain at least 10 km
away from the border strip, and the applicant
(attorney) is obligated to provide a list of the
following:

e A list of all foreign participants, including their

nationalities, passport numbers, place of

residence, and color copies of their passports.

e Number, types, and license plates of the vehicles.

e Number and types of weapons and the

corresponding hunting ammunition.
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e Description of all devices, equipment,
communication tools, and their quantities.

e Number of falcons, including their identification
numbers, species, agés, scientific names, and CITES
certificates.

e A proposed itinerary and designated hunting zones.
The itinerary must be included in the contract
concluded between the hunters and the private

security company.

e |dentification of hunting regions as follows: Southern
Regions: Najaf, Wasit, Al Muthanna, Maysan, Dhi Qar,
Basra Northern Regions: Al Anbar, Salah al-Din,
Diyala, Kirkuk, Nineveh g

e Strict adherence to the approved group size. No
additional individuals may be added or removed, and
the head of the hunting group shall assume the legal

consequences for any violation.

e Temporary hunting permits shall be issued by the
Ministry of Agriculture to hunters who have obtained
the appropriate entry visa according to the
procedures outlined above.

-In the event that individuals obtain an entry visa not
designated for hunting and engage in hunting activities
outside the approved procedures, a double service fee of
USD 40,000 (forty thousand US dollars) or the equivalent
thereof in Iraqi dinars shall be imposed for each violator.
A departure visa shall then be issued to the violator, and
their names shall be added to the list of individuals
banned from entering Irag.

We kindly request all hunters to fully comply with the
above regulations.
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
